How you learn

supervision, and pre-recorded webinars, and supplemented by your own self
study and at least 10 hours of client practice. Preparation for the assessment
day includes writing both a reflective essay and a presentation which integrate
your learning from the programme.

Delivery method

The Professional Practitioner is run virtually via Zoom. The cohort is expected to
comprise a group of Practitioner Diploma graduates from around the world.

To graduate from the Professional Practitioner Diploma, you are required to
attend and complete all aspects of the programme, and pass the three
components of the assessment. The coaching demonstration will be assessed
against the ICF PCC markers.
